Cost for Rental for the day: $20.00 each booth. Piedmont Farmers’ Market is an open air 

facility with shelters, indoor restrooms, water, electricity and ample gravel parking. Most       

vendors will be able to park one (1) vehicle directly behind their booth. There are               

approximately  22, 10’ x 14’ concrete floor booth spaces under the shelter with produce 

display tables. Covered booths will be limited to one (1) booth per vendor. No limit on 

space on the unpaved & grass grounds around the facility but those assigned vendors 

must provide their own tables and/or shelter/tent/umbrellas. The grassy/ground booths 

are approximately 14’ x 14’. FIRST PAID FIRST SERVED BASIS for vendor rental.  

Items for sale/display must have a gardening/herb/plant theme and must be FAMILY 

FRIENDLY.  The CCMGV reserve the right to revoke a vendor’s booth if they feel a 

vendor’s items do not meet requirements. No solicitation allowed on the property unless 

you are a paid vendor. Solicitation has to be restricted to the assigned booth area.   

Horticultural educational displays/demonstrations are welcome.
